
DOES GOD EXIST?
This is an impossible question to answer, although everyone asks it at some
time. For centuries people have looked up into the night sky, gazed at the
stars and felt overwhelmed by the vastness surrounding them. They have
agreed with the words in the Bible in extract A:

A “The heavens declare the glory of God, the skies proclaim the works
of his hands.”

Psalm 19.1

As science discovers more about the universe, the feeling of being
overwhelmed by it all increases for many people. We know, for instance, that
it takes a single ray of light 15,000,000 light years to travel from one side of
the universe to the other – and light travels at 300,000,000 metres a second!
Try taking that in! It is equally astonishing to realise that, within this one
solar system – and there are many of them – we know of just one place
where life certainly exists. That is Planet Earth. People have always found this
thought alone quite terrifying [B].

DOES EVERYONE BELIEVE IN GOD?
People can be divided into:

• Atheists – they believe that God does not exist and that to think
otherwise is just wishful thinking. The atheist believes that there are too
many reasons for not believing in God, e.g. suffering, natural disasters, etc.

• Agnostics – they believe that the existence of God cannot be proved
either way and, until it can, it is better ‘to sit on the fence’. Opinion polls
suggest that there are far more agnostics than atheists in the UK.

• Theists – believers in God. Opinion polls suggest that 3 out of every 4
people in the UK are theists.

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BELIEVING IN GOD WHEN BAD
THINGS HAPPEN
Bad things happen to all of us sometimes. When
people see events like the tsunami which struck
the countries around the Indian Ocean on Boxing
Day 2004, killing thousands of people, they
wonder whether they can continue to believe in
God. Others, though, keep their faith because they
believe:

• God may be testing the people’s faith.
• Suffering often leads to acts of great kindness

from others.
• Human beings have free will and often bring

suffering on themselves.
• The actions of God are beyond human

understanding.

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DIFFERENT WAYS
OF PRAYING
In the picture you can see a young
Christian who is praying quietly on her
own at home. This is how many
Christians prefer to pray. They find it
easier to speak to God and to listen to
God speaking to them when they are
alone. Christians also pray, however,
when they are worshipping with others
in church.

You can also see a picture of someone
meditating. This simply means that
they are:

• Thinking deeply about God.

• Keeping their mind open so that
God is able to speak to them.

When they are meditating, some
Christians find it helpful to have an
object, such as a crucifix or icon, in
front of them to help them to centre
their thoughts. Others prefer to read a
passage from the Bible or to listen to a
piece of music as they meditate.

CHRISTIAN PRAYERS
There are many Christian prayers which are very old and are found in
different prayer books such as the Book of Common Prayer [Anglican] and
the Missal [Roman Catholic]. These are included in many church services.
Other prayers are not written down but are made up by the person leading
the service – called ‘extemporary’ prayers. The most important Christian
prayer is the Lord’s Prayer [A], as this is the only prayer that Jesus taught his
followers to use:

A “Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, your kingdom
come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Give us today
our daily bread. Forgive us our debts, as we have forgiven our
debtors. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the
evil one.”

Matthew 6.9-13
